Mid Year Reflection – March 2, 2009 – Dr. Katz – Chemistry

To do this, you should please complete the four reflective statements as described below.

Your tasks for this self reflection:

a) You must write one (or more) full, grammatically-correct sentence(s) that tell(s) me an area (content, learning or process skills) in which you are proud of your improvement in this class.

b) You must write one (or more) full, grammatically-correct sentence(s) that tell(s) me specifically what you find challenging about this class.

c) You must write one (or more) full, grammatically-correct sentence(s) that tell(s) me an area that you believe you should improve in this class. Indicate what steps you intend to take to achieve this improvement.

d) Finally, you should complete the statement below so that it accurately reflects your opinion:

"Considering I am currently earning a grade of _________(fill in the blank), I feel (satisfied/disappointed, choose one) that my grade (reflects/does not reflect, choose one) my understanding of the material we cover in Chemistry." 
This reflection is graded on completion. If you complete it on time, in full, you will receive 20 out of 20 points. However, if you fail to follow directions, or you do not submit it on time, you will not receive full credit. Since it is an opinion assignment and you only need to write four reflective statements, it should be no problem to get it done on time.
